Soup Runs
We are heavily involved in the work of this chosen charity.  They are committed to identifying the root causes of poverty and social exclusion in Ireland, and, in solidarity with poor and disadvantaged people, to advocate and work for the changes required to create a more just and caring society.  We believe that charity begins at home.  Our main project is the weekly soup run in our own school.  During lunchtimes on Fridays, students prepare sandwiches and bags of food, as well as flasks of hot water for tea and soup.  After school, several groups of girls walk around the north and south sides of the city centre giving food to the homeless.  It also involves the usual chat which is just as important as the food.  Everyone who goes out on a soup run finds it very rewarding and fulfilling.  Taking action and doing something to help those less privileged enables us to develop our role as participative and responsible members of society.  It is extremely important to educate the youth of our country and to make them aware of the many problems our fellow citizens face.  This is what we aim to achieve by having a SVP group in our school.  We, as members of SVP, are committed to helping the weaker and more vulnerable people in the community.  For this reason we visit nursing homes on occasion, to spend time with the elderly and to share and learn from them.  We also organize food hampers at Christmas time.  To win €10,000 would allow so much more to be done for our charity and this would impact on the lives of those people all around our country, who need our help and support.
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
